With this exhibit, Hussein [. EI-Mudarris expands his documentation of Palestine. Last
year he began with photographs of the Al-Aksa Mosque and the Dome of the Rock
Mosque in Jerusalem. This year he presents historic photographs of the Church of the
Nativity in Bethlehem and the Holy Sepulchre in Jerusalem to support and relate to the
story of the oppression of Arab Christians and Moslems, united in their resistance against
the Israeli occupation of Palestine.

Hussein dedicates this exhibit to the Palestinian people, who will continue to resist Israeli
conquest until independence and freedom are a reality in the Land of Love and Peace.
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
